. Focus and Rationale of the EIAS Work Programme

The EIAS misson. The European Institute for Asian Studies (EIAS) is a Brussls-based
pdicy and reseach think-tank recaving financial suppat from the European Communities
budget. It ams to promote understanding and cooperation ketween the European Union and
Asia. It does 2 through working closely together with the European Union institutions in
Brus=ls, aswell aswith reseach centres aaossAsia and within the Europe Union.

EIAS seeks primarily to provide information and expertise to the European Union institutions,
and subsidiarily to the acaemic world and business by diseminating concise, thoroughly
reseached and upto-date material on EU-Asia relations and important developmentsin Asia
As an Ingtitute receving a budget grant from Chapter A of the European Communiti es budget,
it is destined to provide dired suppat to the EU institutions, in particular the European
Commisson and the European Parliament.

EIAS provides this sippat through undertaking, in close ollaboration with EU institutions,
reseach studies, organising briefings, seminars and conferences, in-house pulishing of
research through EIAS Briefing Papers and the EurAsia Bull etin, participating in Europe-Asia
networks of reseach and analysis aswell as suppating its own Internet site on EU-Asia.

Relevance of the EIAS Work Programme. The thrust of EIAS's adivities is to suppat the
development of the EU's external relations with Asia in the pdliticd, econamic and seaurity
domains through fadlitating a deeper understanding and insight of contemporary Asia. In
particular, EIAS focuses its analysis on the impli caions of these developments for the EU.

Forms of regional cooperation and integration within Asia wuld fadlit ate the EU's interadion
and exchange with Asia. Indeed, for the European Union a spedal role may exist to suppat
and fadlit ate sub-regional and inter-regional cooperationwithin Asia.

In defining its reseach adivities and seleding the themes for its Round Tables and
pulications, EIAS responds to these chall enges by focusing on manifestations of regionalism
and integration within Asia. The Work Programme places these in the mntext of the geo-
paliticd dynamics through analysis of the pdlitica and seaurity developmentsin Asia. It also
focuses on the development of governance and democratisation in Asia and asesses the
impad of trade, investment and financeiswues on EU-Asiarelations.

Geo-political context. In view of the mntinued emphasis on seaurity isaues in the dtermath
of the Bai bombing and the distinct likelihood d war in Irag, numerous geopditicd
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flashpants within Asia may be distinguished. Withou presenting a cmmprehensive inventory
here, these may be expeded to include the foll owing.

Within Souh Asia civil and military tensionwill continue to revolve aound
) the Kashmir issue and India-Pakistan relations;
(i)  pdliticd instability in Nepal;
(i)  the mntinued presence of remnants of the Al Qaeda network in Pakistan and
the broader question d the legitimacy of the Pakistan's eleded government
(iv)  crossborder tensions between India ad Bangladesh, resulting from
undacumented migration and urnresolved bader isaues.
On a more positive note, one may observe some signs of progresstowards the resolution d
thelong running civil war in Sri Lanka.

Within Souh East Asia such tensions will continue to arise from

(i) the demands for substantive aitonamy in Indoresia, in particular emanating in
Aceh and West Papug;

(i) theintensificaion d military operations to addressthe percaved terrorism in
Southern Phili ppines;

(i) the tension between Burma and its neighbous, in perticular Thailand, abou
iswes relating to the forced migration d ethnic minorities into Thailand and
other South East Asian courtries.

In South East Asiatoo some encouragements may be derived from the ©peaceded© (Cessation
of Hodtilities Agreement or COHA) signed between the Government of Indoresia and
representatives of separatist movements from Aceh onthe 9™ of Decanber 2002in Geneva.

Within East Asia the key geo-pdiiti cd flashpantsare

(1) the Korean peninsula, in the context of the ‘admisson’ of DPRK of continued
programmes in the nuclea field;

(i)  Chinas interna threds to stability emanating from ecnamic transition as
evidenced by growing rural/urban disparity as well inter-regional inequdlity,
causing intensifying rural-urban migration. Furhtermore large scde lay-offs
from failing SOE’s as well as demands for greaer autonamy in XinJdiang are
amongst the maor chalenges China©s new lealership will need to address
effedively;

(i)  tensionsaaossthe Taiwan Straits; and

(iv)  theissueof the Spratly islands and the implications for regional stability.

Therefore, seaurity-related initiatives in Asia will be an important focus of the 2003 EIAS
work programme.

Inter andIntra-Regiond Cooperation

To provide in-depth analysis, pditicd and seaurity issues will be dosely monitored by
focusing on inter- and intra-regional cooperation mechanism within Asia. Monitoring and
analysis of the ASEAN Regiona Forum (ARF), to date the only institutionalised forum to
cover al the @owve isaies and d which the EU is an olserver member, will be akey adivity

in this regard. For this purpose areseach projed onthe ARF will be launched ealy in 2003
(seebelow).

Further to the recent EIAS Briefing Paper (Decanber 2002 abou the EU's pdlicy respornses
to the Shanghai Cooperation Organization, the anergence and development of the SCO will
be monitored and the implications of this processfor Asia and the EU will be spelled ou.
Regional seaurity initiatives gedfic to South Asia will also be examined. Moreover the
implicaions of Presidential eledion in South Koreafor the re-focusing of Kim Dae Jung's
‘Sunshine' pdicy will be examined. The steaily growing international role of Japan in
international peacekeeping and bulding and regiona seaurity will be examined too.

Paliti cal and ®aurity Devdopments and Asian Governarce

Politicd and seaurity developments in spedfic courtries and sub-regions will remain the
focus of attentionin the EIAS work programme. A ‘shortlist' of conflict zones and isaues has
been identified which will be addressed through spedfic EIAS adivities (see below). Asian
Governance will be aldressed through a series of briefings reviewing the observation o
eledions by the EU acoss Asia and attempt to derive genera lessons for palicy and future
operations from this process

EU-As a Internationd Politi cal Econamy

Speking at the EU-ASEAN Think Tank Dialogue, organised by EIAS in Brussls in
November 2002, the Diredor-General of the World Trade Organisation H.E. Dr Supada
Panitchpakdi said that the DDA was a “chanceof alifetime”. He pointed ou that never before
had trade negotiations put development so central asits objedive. However, he dso naed that
the unfinished agenda wurted more than 50 iswes including agriculture, speda &
differential treament, TRIPS anti-dumping, etc. as well as regulatory issues of particular
importancefor the EU such as rules on investment, competition pdicy and ahers.

Corporate socia resporsibility issues are becoming increasingly centra to econamic and
developmental exchanges between EU and Asia. EIAS has gained first-hand insight into this
as the lead partner in the implementation d a path-breging projed on EU-India Corporate
Saial R&sponsibility.1 Severa follow-up adivities will be developed for implementation
during 20032004and keyond.

To examine the nexus between international relations, development and governance, the EIAS
work programme will i nclude the exeaution d an international conference eititled ©Asia
Development Day© during 2003. Equally important will be the dired intelledual and reseach
suppat to the "ASEM Taskforce on Closer Econamic Partnership©, launched in Copenhagen
as ajoint initiative of European Commisgon President Prodi and Prime Minister Goh Chok
Tong of Singapore. This suppat could take the form of pdicy reseach presented at focus-
group dscussons or to brief the Task Force working sessons on issues central to the long-

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term growth of EU-Asiatrade, investment and financial relations.
Il. Resourcesfor the 2003EIAS Work Programme

The grant appropriated for the European Institute for Asian Studies (budget line A30311) in
the 2003 Budget of the European Community is Euro 360,000,in acordance with the
propasals of the Committee on Budgets of the European Parliament. This budyet level is the
same & appropriated in 2002 refleding a very tight budget caling in sedion 5.

This appropriationisintended to enable EIAS to

“Intensify its reseach adivities, seminars, networks and pubications to focus on
subjeds sgnaled by the Commisgon as of particular interest and relevance to the
relations between the EU and the region concerned” [Asial. !

Part-financing of the 2003EIAS Work programme is anticipated to amourt to a further Euro
140,000 dung the yea from nonEU budget sources, permitting a total budget of Euro
500,000.Preliminary acourts for 2002 indicae that the total part-financing of the EIAS
Work programme from nonEU budget sources has been in excessof Euro 200,000.

Il . TheEIASWork Programmefor 2003

Introduction. This sdion oulines the adivities of the 2003 EIAS work programme,
including a mention d the possble sporsorship and collaboration that is anticipated.
Following the gproach adopted in 2002, the programme will include the following three
main sedors of adivities covering approximately 20 spedfic themes and topics. These ae (i)
Brussls-based Intelledual Exchange (ii) Thematic Reseach and (iii) Policy Anaysis and
Review.

Resource Allocation. An indicative anaysis of the dlocaion d human and financial resources,
informed by experience of previous yeas, indicates that approximately thirty per cent of EIAS
human resources will be dlocated to intelledua exchange; one quarter to strengthen in-house
reseach resources and approximately thirty-five per cent towards pdicy anayss, review and
their disemination through pubdicaion and website. The remainder ten per cent of human
resources is devoted to EIAS governance, including medings of the Administrative Board,
Exeaitive Committeg Programme Review Committeg progress reporting, budjetting,
acourting and auditing.

Bird'sEye View of EIAS Work Programme

1. In-house Research and Analysis
Inter-discipli nary pali cy-focused research will cover four themes as foll ows:

Dynamics of Regionalism and Integrationin Asia

The Evolution and Future of ASEAN

Politi cd and Seaurity Developments and Asian Governance

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The reseach will seek to contribute to pdicy shaping within the European Union concerning
Asia through topicd and strategic analysis. In particular, it will provide the intelledual and
information kesisfor the exeaution d roundtables, conferences and spedalised hkriefings.

2. Policy Analysisand Review

Findings of reseach, review of analysis of unfolding events and monitoring of paliti cd,

seaurity and eaconamic trends will be disseminated through

. Regular in-house pulicaion d the EurAsia Bulletin (ten issues) covering dl the themes
andtopics
The launch of a new series of EIAS Policy Briefs presenting key-findings of research and
insights gained from roundtables and seminars, with afocus on pdicy recommendations
Up to six EIAS Briefing Papers presenting in-depth analysis of topicd isaues
Contributionto international research pulblications, and
Cortinued development of the EIAS Website & a portal for EU-Asia information and
anaysis.

3. Brussls-based I ntelledual Exchange
A varied and adive programme of conferences, roundtables and seminars (open to EU
officials and in some instances to a general audience) will i nclude:
Four to six RoundTables or High-Level Seminarsinvaving EU and Asian spedadlists
One or two International Conferences or Dialogues
Ten Luncheon Briefings at EIAS and/or spedalised hriefings for the EU institutions
Two to four puldic ledures with High-Profile acaemic and/or pdliti cd speers.

4. Academic Networking and Staff Missons

. In suppat of the reseach, pdicy analysis and intelledual exchange, EIAS Saff members
will undertake missons to Asiato participate in mgor international conferences and fora
as well as to develop reseach collaboration with Asian think tanks and pdicy reseach
centres.

A one page analytical annex of the EIAS Work Programme li sts the thematic and topicd focus
of the programme (20 rows) and maps these to the aowe listed instruments and ouputs (8
columns). This shematic matrix is intended to fadlitate an ex-post evaluation d programme
implementation, indicating approximately 55 spedfic adions for the EIAS 2003 Work
Programme.

Research Themesfor 2003
In-howse reseach, undrtaken by EIAS staff in collaboration with Institute members and
reseach associates, will remain the esential basis for innovative and well -informed dscusson,

thinking, intelledua exchange and publicaion abou Asia axd EU-Asia. Reseach by EIAS
during 2003will be focused onfour inter-related but distinct themes:
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1. DYNAMICSOF REGIONALISM AND INTEGRATIONIN ASIA

The gradua evolution towards a more mherent Common Foreign and Seaurity Policy has meant
that the Union hes focused onsub-regional and inter-regional cooperationforasincethe 198Gs.

AcrossAsiaonefinds, in the dtermath o the financia crisis, a sudden flurry of adivities aming
to strengthen sub- and inter-regiona cooperation aadossa wide variety of domains -- pditicd,
eoonamic, strategic aswell as cultura and scientific.

These ©manifestations of regionalism in Asa®© include now a plethora of regiond institutional
frameworks -- SAARC, ASEAN, ASEAN-plusthreg ASEAN-China bilateral FTA
negotiations, ASEAN FreeTrade Agreament, hil ateral initiatives such Japan and Singapore and
others. The ASEM processitsdlf is a further key instrument, indee it is a unique formula for
informal inter-governmental inter-regional cooperation.

What are the impli cations of manifestations of regionalism in Asiafor the EU©s CFSP? Through
which medanisms and instruments can the EU best respondto this process? To what extent is
the experience of the EU itself relevant to these processes? What are the dynamics and which
forces are driving the nascent integration pocessin Asia? Will the processbe driven primarily
by econamic considerations or will seaurity gains and anti-terrorism be an equaly important
imperative? Will t he players ek to maximise ©relative gaingd® or ©absolute gaing®? Are the present
initiatives olid and irreversible or will they suffer from the ingtitutional wegnesses of the
ealier generation d cooperation initiatives? To what extent will domestic pditicd objedives
within Asian courtries limit the scope for adive international collaboration through the
formulation d common regiona pdlicies and integrated markers?As indicaed above, a spedfic
monitoring adivity, following up an initial EIAS Briefing Paper2 onthe subed, will i nclude an
asesgnent of the newly formed Shanghai Cooperation Organization with a focus on the
prospedive evolution d this organization andits passble long term implications.

The sluggsh evolution d SAARC (South Asian Association for Regional Cooperation) refleds
the asymmetries within the aciation in terms of econamic and geographic size, compounad
by the pditicd tensons between India and Pakistan. These make an accdleration d the
integration process unlikely. Nevertheless some sedor and issue spedfic initiatives -- for
example the SAARC task force on powerty reduction and the ollaboration between SAARC
chambers of commerce-- may produceresultsirrespedive of these structura impediments. Such
initi atives wil 1 continue to be monitored through kriefings by experts and/or an EIAS Briefing
Paper.

2. THE EVOLUTION AND FUTURE OF ASEAN.
The future of ASEAN has been a main pre-occupation d EIAS since its inception in 1989.

Tangible outcomes of this are the Working Document of the European Parliament on "The
Role of the EU in South East Asia: pdliticd, econamic and strategic isues prepared by an

The 10-member Association d South-East Asian Nations (ASEAN) is at a aucia juncture.
Founded as an alli ance of nonrcommunist courtries, ASEAN has sncetaken in Vietnam and
Laos among others. Emboldened by the successes of most of its members prior to the 1997
crash, ASEAN is now seang its relevance and pupose questioned. Taking as a starting point
the themes raised in EIAS ongoing annual EU-ASEAN Think-Tank cialogues,4 EIAS will

continue to explore the aurrent and future development of ASEAN and the relevance of these
for relations with the EU, and in particular the possbhility of ASEAN encouraging
convergence anong its constituent courtriesin asimilar way as the European Union.

3. POLITICAL AND SECURITY DEVELOPMENTS AND ASIAN GOVERNANCE.

An important reseach topic within the ASEAN context will be to asessthe relevance and
eff edivenessof the ASEAN Regional Forum and the scope for a ©pro-adive® role of the EU in
this forum. The reseach will take stock of the dforts at conflict prevention initiatives and a
possble pdliticd role for the EU within these, given institutional and resource onstraints. To
inform dedsion-making, regular padlicy briefs to the EU institutions on major geo-pdliti ca
flahspaints in the Asia-Padfic region are foreseen, including an analysis of the passble role
of the EU.

Main oljeaives of the EIAS ©ARF monitoring and analysis© projed would be

- to report regularly and dsseminate information and recommendations
to the European Commisson, Officeof the Representative of the
Common Foreign and Seaurity Policy, EU member governments, the
Presidency of the Courcil of Ministers, the European Parliament, esp.
its Committeeon Foreign Affairs and Seaurity and ahers;

- to adivate amonitoring network from among the community of EU-
based professonals working in the concerned fields of acalemia,
NGOs and professona seaurity advisors,

- to liaise and participate in the international Tradk Il adivitiesto the
extent posgble andto dseminate the main findings and insight into
the EU institutions,

- to organise two o three workshops during 2003, dawing on existing
resources of organisations and retworks,’ on topics including
Terrorism, Transnational Crime, Proliferation, General Seaurity
Condtions, and the Future of ARF prior to mgjor Tradk | conferences

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on these subjeds. For example, dissemination d reseach findings will
be scheduled to coincide with the ASEAN regional forum ministerial,
scheduled to be held in Phnam Penh for June 18, 2003.

A separate, though related, reseach study to be taken upin the mntext of seleded ASEAN
courtries (e.g. Vietnam and Thailand) will focus on the predicament and treament of ethnic
minoriti es.

Work onthe ASEAN theme will be led by Dr Willem van der Geest (econamic isaues), Mr
David Fouquet (seaurity isaues) with Dr Axel Berkofsky, Reseach Fellow. Dr Paul Lim,
Senior Reseach Asxciate of EIAS presently working for the University of Penang, Maaysia
will also be asciated with this reseach.

EU-ASIA INTERNATIONAL POLITICAL ECONOMY

The EU (born as EEC) emerged from an econamic cooperation initiative to address the

problem of pdliti ca instability within post war Europe. However, the eonamic pill ar has now

been complemented by numerous nonemnamic isues. However, for the EU©s externa
relations with Asia astrong focus on trade, investment and financeissues will remain.

This flows from the commitments by the EU and aher global players at the Mill ennium
summit to redise tangible improvements in socia indicaors and reduce powverty incidence to
half by 2015as well as their endarsement of the Doha Development Agenda (DDA) on trade
and development in November 2001.The DDA will i nclude several highlights during 2003,in
particular its review at the September Cancun Ministerial meding, as well as an ealy
accesson d Asian LDCs to the World Trade Organisation (including Camboda, Nepal, Laos
and Bhutan).

Current growth prospeds for the Asian region, ndwitstanding the military tensions within the
region as well as in Irag, remain qute strong. For example, the growth oulook for the
ASEAN regionis 2003is 4.3 per cent of GDP respedively, whereas that for South Asia for
the same period stands at 6.4 per cent. ® Nevertheless forei gn investment into South Asia has
been merely atrickle, in 2000 $ 3.0 Im as compared to $13.8 Ibn for ASEAN and $ 42 In for
China donre. This refleds the widely held perception that paliticd risk fadors in South Asia
and South East Asiaremain high.

One of the central questions of the reseach is how the enlargement of the EU will i nfluence

investor©s perceptions both in the EU as well as Asia. Will enlargement lead to an increase of
investment into the CEECs, respondng to new oppatunities? Will Asian investors be

attraded to increasse their EU-inward investment flows? Will EU busineses divert

investments from Asia towards the CEECs? What will be the net effeds on trade and

employment credionin bah regions?

° Adan Development Bank Outlook, 2002 p.203 Naturally, the per capitaincome levels for most of South East
Asia (excluding Laos, Camboda and Vietnam) are well Sbove those prevaili ng acossSouth Asia.
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The focus of this reseach is the scope for eamnamic cooperation, within the padliticd context
and constraints. In particular, the role and impad of nonstate adors in regional econamic
cooperation will be assssd. Focus will be to analyse the impad of businessto-business
contads and retworks, the scope for settling regiona trade disputes through non
governmental arbitration, to work ou rules governing joint ventures and crossborder
mergers, etc. Other civil society adors (eg interest groups focusing on environmental issues)
may also provide platforms for regional cooperation. Will these nonstate coperation fora
provide suitable institutional medanisms to enhanceregional cooperation?

This reseach theme will be direded by Dr Willem van der Geest (paliticd and econamic
aspeds) and Mr Macolm Subhan (international relations aspeds). The dissemination d
reseach findings will i nform the pdlicy briefing on the WTO muiltil ateral processas well as the
roundtable on EU-India, foreseen for the 2" half of 2003.

The Reseach Themes will feed into the International Conferences, High-level Seminars,
RoundTables and Luncheon Briefings, which EIAS will im plement in coll aboration with the
EU institutions. Presentation by EIAS staff, its associated reseachers and invited spedalists
shall be made to dsseminate reseach findings.

Brussls-based Intelledual Exchange
a. RoundTables andHigh Profil e Speakers

As indicaed abowve, ore key instrument of bringing palicy analysis to the EU institutions is
through the organization d four to six Round Tables in Brussls, invaving both EU and
Asian schalars and experts. Noting the resource @nstraints, a preliminary list of themes and
topics for such high-level seminars and roundtables include the foll owing:

- EUOs role & the ASEAN Regional Forum

- Sub-regional Cooperationin Central Asia-- EU econamic and pditi cd interests
- EU-Indiarelations -- anew dynamic

- EU-DPRK relations -- prospeds for North East Asian regional cooperation

- China©s international relations as an emerging regiona power

- EU enlargement: Econamic and Politi cd Impad on Asia

Further to the Round Tables, severa puldic medings with High Profile Spe&kers will be
organised in Brussds during 2003.These may include, but are nat be limited to, senior padliti cd
leaders from Asian courtries as well as lealing acalemic analysts from Europe or Asia
Moreover, it is envisaged that senior leaders of European Union ingtitutions (e.g. European
Commissoners) could also be invited to address isaues related to the themes of EU-Asia
pditicd, emnamic and seaurity relations. Subjed to confirmation and within the normal
congtraints, it isintended that the foll owing will be invited to spe&k at EIAS sponsored meeings
in Brussls:

b. Internationd Conferences andDialogues

Furthermore, at least one major International Conferences in Brussls will be organised duing
2003in collaboration with ather institutes or foundations which may include, inter aia, the
German pditica founditions (Konrad Adenauer Stiftung, Friedrich Ebert Stiftung, Friedrich
Naumann Stiftung, and ahers) as well as reseach fundng bodes and puldi c sources from EU
Member States.

The ASA DEVEH.OPMENT DAY (Brussls)

EIAS will organise an international conference on the medium to long term econamic and social
development prospeds of Asia -- an ©Asia Development Day© -- to be held in Brussls.
Partnerhsip will be sought from multi-lateral financial ingtitutions as well as from EU Member
State development agencies sch as SIDA from Sweden.

The conferencewill take stock of the transition from fast growth aaossmuch of Asiaregionto
duggsh growth (esp Japan), emnamic instability (esp ASEAN and New Industrialised
Econamies eg Singapore, Hong Kong and Taiwan) as well as continued and enhanced growth in
China and India In implementing the mnference synergies with the reseach themes on the
dynamics of regionalism and EU-Asia international pdliticd econamy (outlined abowve) will be
explored and exploited.

The onference scheduled for September 2003, will asessthe possble sources of growth for
the future e well astheimplicaionsfor
() ongoing reform processs,

Amongst the isaues to be examined will be the continued relevance or otherwise of the so-
cdled ©Washington consensus© against the growing critique of the outcomes of poaly
sequenced liberdlization and privatization. The findings of the UNDP study on pro-poa
growth strategies aaoss Asia (including India, China, Bangladesh and aher courtry-case
studies) will be presented and assessed.

Fifth EU-ASEAN Think Tank Dialoguein Sngapae.

At the Brussals Diadlogue meding in November 2002 it was dedded that the next Dialogue
meding shall be held in Singapore, co-organised by the Konrad Adenauer Stiftung and
Singapore Institute for International Affairs. EIAS will be the @-ordinator for the
participation d European Think Tanks as well asto ensure adive participation d Members of
the European Parliament who are dso members of the Interparliamentary Delegation for
Relations with ASEAN. Moreover, participation d European Commisgon dficias adively
engaged in the relations with South East Asia will be sought, including a presentation d the
Commisson's South East Asian strategy paper.

The focus of the EU-ASEAN Think Tank dalogue in Singapore will be on the degoening of
the ASEAN integration process

C. Spedalised Briefings for the EP and Lunch Briefings at EIAS

Briefings for Committees and Inter-Parliamentary Delegations of the European Parliament
will be organised and are expeded to include the Delegation for relations with China a well
asthe Delegation for relations with Japan.

Policy Briefs. A new “instrument’ of pdicy anaysis will be aseries of EIAS Policy Briefs,
launched to dssminate reseach findings and insights gained from Round Tables and
Conferencesin a oncise and pdicy-focused way. The length of these Policy Briefsis limited
(approximately 2000 words only) and its outline will include a sedion focusing on EU
outlook, pdicy resporses and, where gpropriate, pdicy recommendations.

The EIAS Briefing Paper, edited by Dr Willem van der Geest, will continue in-depth analysis
of topicd iswues (four to six issues foreseen duing 2003.

Research Reports. During the yea up to threereseach reports may be produced, including
contributions from several scholars and spedalists. Issues to be included may be (i) the
progressof the WTO multi-lateral DDA-process (ii) the growth o “pdliticd’ Islam in South
and South East Asia and (iii ) the EU rolein the ASEAN regional forum.

EIAS Website and EurAsia Bulletin. The EIAS website, www.eias.org proving an
increasingly used pubic faadlity, will be further enhanced to be acontinuowsly updated source
of information onEU-ASIA. Further design work will be undertaken to improve the website
and enhance its user friendliness as an information resource on EU-Asia relations. In
particular, a separate seadion with frequent updates targeted at a professonal audiencewill be
developed as a fadlity for corporate and institutional members of EIAS as well as those
working within the European Union institutions. Its present usage (with 30,000 kts per month
and 100 vsitors per day) will be monitored closely.

Further development of the EIAS pulicaions will become an important objedive during
2003. The overriding aims of these dforts areto creae alditional and rew sources of revenue

for EIAS and to maximise the dficiency that the ©new econamy© modes of information sharing

and exchange offer. A particular important aim is to commerciaise the EurAsia Bulletin
following the relaunch o the pubicaion undrtaken duing 2002. A coherent marketing
strategy will be developed in order to market the pulicaion to a wider audience and to buld

up a paying subscriber base & well as institutional sporsors with a revenue target of Euro
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15000for 2004 (threefold from the target for 2003. The strategy seeks to ensure that this
pulicaion will become an independent source of revenue for EIAS, consistent with the
European Commisgon's transition towards a “cdl for propcsas system. Consideration will
be given to developing the scope of the pulicaion, as well as to assess new modes of
disseemination and ddivery (including web-based e-commerce of the pulicaion).

IV. MEDIUM-TERM DEVELOPMENT OF EIASDURING 2004AND BEYOND

Diversifying finance beyond the present European Commisgon subvention will remain an
important short and medium term objedive for the ingtitutional development and sustainability
of EIAS. The implicaions of the ©Call for Propcsals approach scheduled to take dfed from
2004 will be that EIAS will only consider exeauting those adivities for which there is a proven
effedive demand.

In respondng to the ©Cal for Propacsals the now firmly established "European Alli ance for
Asian Studies may prove an important platform for consortium applicaions. This alliance

combines the European Ingtitute for Asian Studies, the International Institute for Asian Studies
a the University of Leiden (NL), the Ingtitut fur Asienkunde, Hamburg (Germany), the Asa

Europe Centre, Institut d'Etude Sciences Politi que (France) and the Nordic Institute for Asian

Studes, Copenhagen (Denmark). The Alliance may dso dofer a platform for raising suppat

from nationa sources, as well as poding of resources for shared adivities -- redising geaer

efficiency and impad of expendtures. Further consideration will need to be given to the

moddliti es of such formalisation as well as sope for broadening the dli ance to include other

European members.
